Pre-Game with Partner
· Who calls fair or Foul Ball… (Home Plate)

· Who has the first call on the field ... (Home Plate)

· Field ump waits for Home plate ump to signal for check swing... (Do not assue the home plate is going to ask you if the batter went for a pitch... Let the home plate umpire call the pitch and if the catcher appeals to you the home plate umpire will signal to you by pointing at you... then and only then you make the call.)
· Field ump Checks for tag ups on 2nd base… Home plate umpire Checks 1st and 3rd 

· Watch for outfielder raising hands on ball hit to Outfield... (If the Outfielder raises his hands the field umpire must go out and observe that the ball is actually out of play
· Rundowns: Plate ump to help at corner bags (IF only 1 runner on base). If there is a possibility on a play at home the home plate umpire should stay at home to cover that play.
· Batted ball hits batter: In batter’s box - Dead ball 
· Getting help - Converse with partner then get Board Member
· Meetings between innings. Less is better. too much time inbetween innings ... limit the pitches inbetween innings (7)max ... leave your equipment on (shin gards)
· Who keeps track of pitcher’s Both the field and home plate should keep track - Home plate's responsibility but both should keep track in case there is a problem
· Signals – Infield Fly – Dropped third Strike – Etc... Infield fly ( at the High School Level we touch the bill of our hat... Dropped third strike ... if you are in the field and you see the third strike dropped and the home plate umpire did not see it just point to the ground 
· Home plate ump watches touched bases at 3rd and home… Field ump watches 1st and 2nd. Field ump takes batter / runner all the way to third.

· Runner at 3rd the fields umpire stays in the C position. In case pick-off attempt at third ... This is the biggest issue I have seen so far... if anyone is on base you are to be in b or c position. If nobody on then you should be in the A position.
